5. What are some precautions that we must take as we seek to 
discern Godʼs leading?

1. In what area of your life are you currently seeking Godʼs guid-
ance?  How can this group help you discern the Spiritʼs lead-
ing?

2. In what area of your life would you like to “walk” more consis-
tently by the Spirit in?
